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Tokyo Institute of Technology (hereafter referred to as Tokyo Tech) launched an
International Graduate Program on October 1, 2007. It aims to offer qualified international
students, with little or no knowledge of Japanese, an opportunity to enroll directly in the
Master’s or Doctoral programs at Tokyo Tech in order to pursue a full-degree program of
advanced studies in Japan. Since lectures and seminars are given in English, it is no longer
essential to master the Japanese language. However, Japanese is the language of daily life, so
students in the program are encouraged to attend a few Japanese classes per week on a regular
basis for further enrichment.
