Note 2. If you are an applicant to Department that English Proficiency Tests used for English language and
cannot submit your score sheet for some particular reason, you should talk about the reason to the
department chair or your intended academic advisor in advance. If it is acknowledged that the reason is
valid, English Examination may be replaced by an oral examination. In this case, applicant should submit
a notice by the department with your other application documents.

Note 3. If you are an applicant in Mechanical Sciences and Engineering, Mechanical and control
Engineering, Mechanical and Aerospace Engineering or Mechanical and Environmental Informatics
(Mechano-Informatics Group) then you should submit a copy of your score sheet, regardless of Note 1
above. You should write on the copy, "This copy is identical to the original,” affix your signature and seal
impression, and submit this copy with your other application documents. You should bring the original
score sheet with you on the day appointed for the examination and present it for verification.

Note 4. If you are an applicant in Computer Science or Earth and Planetary Science, then you should
submit your original score sheet or a copy of it with your other application documents. If you cannot
submit the sheet, however, you should instead submit a written note explaining why you cannot submit it.
Applicants who cannot submit the sheet or who do not submit the original score sheet have to bring the
original score sheet on the date of the examination for verification.

Note 5. If you are an applicant in Value and Decision Science and you want to be exempted from the
English language examination, then you should make sure to submit the score sheet specified in Annex
Table 2 with your other application documents on the specified date, regardless of Note 1 above. You
may submit either the original score sheet or a copy. If you submit a copy, however, then please bring the
original score sheet with you to your oral examination and present it for verification.

Note 6. If you are a foreign applicant in Chemical Engineering and you are unable to take an English
Proficiency Tests because there is no test administering organization in your country that administers the
test specified by this university, or for some other such reason, then you should submit a written note (no
prescribed form) with your application documents explaining the reason. In this case, you will be given
an English language examination (comprehension and writing on scientific subjects).
